Natural dyes, known as root dyes, are colorants obtained through natural
methods from the roots, leaves, bark, flowers, or fruits of plants. They are
especially used for dyeing wool yarns and provide colors that can last for
hundreds of years.
HOW ARE NATURAL DYES OBTAINED?
1.Harvesting the Plant Source

Plants used for dye production are collected:

. Red: Madder root (Rubia tinetorum), known as “"kék boya” in Anatolia

« Yellow: Astragalus, turmeric, daffodil

. Blue: Indigo plant

. Green: A mix of yellow and blue dyes

. Brown: Walnut shells, oak bark

. Black: Mixture of walnut shells with iron-containing substances

2.Drying and Grinding
Plant parts are dried under the sun, then crushed into powder or prepared for
boiling.
3.Boiling Process
The dried plant material Is bolled in large vats (usually copper cauldrons) for
several hours. During this process, the pigments are released into the water.
4.Dyeing the Yarns
The yarns, after a fixing treatment, are immersed in the dyed water, left for a
specific time, then rinsed and dried. Some colors require multiple dyeing sessions
fordepth and vibrancy.

What Is a Knot?
In handwoven rugs, each motif is created by tying knots around two warp threads.
These knots form the colorful pile layer that makes up the surface of the rug.
How Is Knot Density Measured?
The number of knots per square meter is calculated by multiplying the number of
knots tied along the width by the number along the length.
Example:
If there are 4 x 4 = 16 knots per square centimeter, this equals approximately 160,000
knots per square meter.
Types of Knots:
. Symmetrical Knot (Turkish Knot): Provides durability. Common in rugs from
Turkey and the Caucasus region.
. Asymmetrical Knot (Persian Knot): Allows for finer details. Preferred in Iranian
rugs.
Conclusion:
Higher knot count means greater value, detail, and durability — but materials, dyes,
design, and craftsmanship matter just as much.

Stain Removal:
- Act immediately when a stain oceurs. Do not rub—instead, blot the area gently
with an absorbent cloth.
. A mixture of white vinegar and water (1:4 ratio) can be applied to the stained
area.
. Clean only the stained or heavily soiled area using slow, circular motions —avoid
wiping the entire rug unnecessarily.
Deep Cleaning:
. Use natural soap and lukewarm water with a soft brush or cloth to clean in the
direction of the knots.
- After cleaning, rinse thoroughly with clean water—no soap residue should
remain.
- Lay the rug flat to dry in a shaded, well-ventilated area. Avoid direct sunlight.
. Do not hang the rug to dry, as this may cause deformation.

- For silk or high-value wool rugs, it is best to consult a trusted rug cleaning center
that specializes in handwoven carpets.
